1. Is it a space note or a line note?
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“Space Notes™
-Notes between the lines on the staft

2.Ifitis a space note,use F ACE
to find the right name (remember
to go from the bottom up).
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“Line Notes™
-The staff line goes right through the note

If it is a line note, use the saying
Empty Garbage Before Dad Flips
to find the right name (remember
to go from the bottom up).
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3. Use the order of the music alphabet (ABCDEFG) if the note is above or below
the staff (ledger lines). Make sure to follow the pattern of line-space-line, etc.
