I will try to pass-off at least 10 groups a day starting on the 3rd day of the rotation.  If students are wanting to play for me outside of class, they may schedule a morning to come down and play for me.  It will be the students’ responsibility to make sure at least 2 songs have been passed off during the 12 days we’re working on recorders.  

Students will also have a multiple choice test the last day of the second 6 day block.  This test will cover melody (direction, definition, reading pitches on a staff), recorder playing technique, and recorder fingerings (everything they have learned over the previous 11 days of music).   A study guide will be sent home ahead of time.
